OPEN MEETINGS RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the New Mexico Board of Veterinary Medicine met at a regular meeting on
October 4, 2013, in Albuquerque, New Mexico, as provided by law; and

WHEREAS, Section 10-15-1(B) of the Open Meetings Act (NMSA 1978, Sections 10-15-1 to -
4) states that, except as may be otherwise provided in the Constitution or the provisions of the
Open Meetings Act, all meetings of a quorum of members of any board held for the purpose of
formulating public policy, including the development of personnel policy, rules, regulations or
ordinances, discussing public business or for the purpose of taking any action within the
authority of or the delegated authority of such board, are declared to be public meetings open to
the public; and

WHEREAS, any meetings subject to the Open Meetings Act at which the discussion or adoption
of any proposed resolution, rule, regulation or formal action occurs shall be held only after
reasonable notice to the public; and

WHEREAS, Section 10-15-1(D) of the Open Meetings Act requires the New Mexico Board of
Veterinary Medicine to determine annually what constitutes reasonable notice of its public
meeting;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the New Mexico Board of Veterinary
Medicine (“Board”) that:

(1) Regular Meetings: Notice shall be given at least ten (10) days in advance of any regular
meeting. The notice shall indicate how a copy of the agenda may be obtained. The
agenda will be available at least seventy-two (72) hours prior to the meeting on the
Board’s website and at the Board’s office, located at 7301 Jefferson Street NE, Ste. H
Albuquerque, NM 87109-4363.

(2) Special Meetings: Notice shall be given at least three (3) days in advance of any special
meeting. The notice shall indicate how a copy of the agenda may be obtained. The
agenda will be available at least seventy-two (72) hours prior to the meeting on the
Board’s website and at the Board’s office, located at 7301 Jefferson Street NE, Ste. H
Albuquerque, NM 87109-4363.

(3) Emergency meetings: Emergency meetings will be called only under unforeseen
circumstances that demand immediate action to protect the health, safety and property of
citizens or to protect the Board from substantial financial loss. The Board will avoid
emergency meetings whenever possible. Notice shall be given at least twenty-four (24)
hours in advance of any emergency meeting. The notice shall indicate how a copy of the
agenda may be obtained. The agenda will be available at least twenty-four (24) hours
prior to the meeting from the Board’s office, located at 7301 Jefferson Street NE, Ste. H
