BOVINE TRICHOMONIASIS

AN ECONOMIC HERD HEALTH DISEASE ISSUE
Is Ti°zh robbing your herd’s annual profits?

. Trichomoniasis is a venereal disease of cattle caused by Tritrichomonas
foetus, a protozoal parasite that results in abortion or absorption of calves.

. Cattle producers can lose valuable income from the extended
breeding/calving seasons, open cows and diminished calf crops.

3. Trich usually spreads within and between herds by infected bulls.

. All bulls entering New Mexico from other states must have an entry
permit, a negative individual PCR test for Trichomoniasis and a
Certificate of Veterinary Inspection (CVI) within 30 days prior to arrival.
21.30.6.8 NMAC. Other entry requirements for bulls apply.

. All non-virgin bulls (= 12 months) must have a negative individual PCR
test prior to change of ownership or lease. 21.30.6.9 NMAC.

. A “Trich” infected bull must be slash N branded and shlpped directly to
slaughter. 21.30.6.11 NMAC.

. All bulls consigned to a public livestock auction must be accompanied
by an official negative trich test < 30 days prior to sale; if not the bull
must be slash N branded and sold directly to slaughter or quarantined
at the auction facility and tested 10 days prior to sale. 21.30.6.8.E NMAC.
